DOLLY INTERNATIONAL ACADEMY
Chauki, Bardah, Azamgarh
Due to the situation of poverty and illiteracy in village areas, the D-Foundation team has
developed a project to help meet the basic educational needs of the local community. D-
Foundation Academy was therefore established in 2007 in the village of Chauki, Azamgarh
which is deep remote area and approximately 70 km from Varanasi, Uttar Pradesh.

The Academy provides low-cost education to children of labor-class families who are often
suffering from extreme poverty and starvation. Many of these children, and especially the
girls, would otherwise not have the opportunity for any level of quality education.

Through the Academy, we are continuously striving to attain a number of goals as follows:

e Convince the local people on the importance of education

e Break down the barriers of traditional gender discrimination by promoting the
education and empowerment of local village girls, thus helping to eradicate the
rituals of early age marriage and give them opportunities in other walks of life

e Encourage social integration by welcoming children of all socio-economic

backgrounds

e Provide equal opportunities and treatment
to all, regardless of religion or caste

e Prevent urban migration by improving the
quality of education at the local level

The number of children at the Academy has
regularly increased since the school’s opening.
Currently there are 200 students from Kindergarten
o to Grade 8.

¢ Despite this large number of students there are only
: five local teachers and a Principal employed to teach
the subjects of English, Social Studies, Natural Science, Math, Hindi and General
Knowledge. The staffs are currently trying to broaden the educational experience of the
students by providing a number of additional elective courses such as Music, Art, Computer
and Typing, Sports and Games, etc. However, at this point the number of teachers and
classrooms are insufficient to provide the quality of education we wish to achieve

HISTORY CREATED

This year, Our school created history for our local peoples and
orgnisations.Mainly Grade- 8 students SHREETI, SHREYA, ARPITA, ARUN, and SHIV
made us proud by doing some extraordinary performances in many competitions which were
held inside the school and outside the school as well.

BOY’S HOME,

RAMNAGAR,VARANASI

The work at Ram Nagar Boys Juvenile Home started in 2006 .Ram Nagar is a village
situated near Varanasi. The Boys who stay in the Home have been brought there by police
because they have committed some crimes or they have just been abandoned by their
families.

Since the very beginning D foundation has worked hard for securing their livelihood. At the
very beginning boys residing at the Home were 68 but the number has continuously changed
throughout these years. Despite many difficulties, D foundation has been carrying on its
program of rehabilitation. For instance, we were able to trace the parents of 16 boys and
provide them with the necessary legal assistance for taking their children back home.

D foundation has supported Ram Nagar Boys Home in different ways. First of all, many
cloths, sheets, towels, some sports kits have been distributed and medical check-up has also
been provided. Secondly facilities like bathrooms, kitchens and bedrooms have been greatly
improved.

At present, the daily program consists in several activities: guys with more difficulties spend
their time playing cards, drawing, painting with computer. The more advanced ones are
thought Hindi and English. Besides, boys receive some training in yoga, sewing and
mechanics.

We are also helding counseling sessions for them and organizing many celebrations time
totime like birthdays and festivals. We always try to provide them a properdietsaccording to
their routine including veg and non-veg both

But since, we have adopted
them, we gave all the facilities what common childs are accepting like balanced diets
,lodging, clothing ,proper care, counseling, teaching, many educational and meditational
sessions, medical facilities and outing to many new places time to time.




As a result we find their conditions are improving day by day recently we have handed over
these child to Integrated Centre Karaundi ,Varanasi .\Where they can get much better care
according to their physical and mental condition.
